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Genre: Website 

Based on your team’s presentation and your individual essays, your teams will collaborate to create a website focused on advocating for some kind of action to address your topic’s issue. You will need to include the following components:
· Problem Statement (pull from your Claim of Fact and Claim of Value projects) that identifies, defines, and describes the problem
· Mission Statement—the goals and philosophies behind the team’s focus on advocacy
· and sustainability
· About Us—the relevant backgrounds, majors, and interests for each team member (pictures are not necessary but a brief bio is)
· Evaluation and Explanation of the Values of the team
· Synthesized Argument of Advocacy including evidence, reasoning, rebuttals, and call to action (can appear as one page or embedded as multiple pages or separate sections)
· Rhetorical choice of mediums to include on website: videos, podcasts, data visualizations, graphics, blog posts, written articles, linked sites, etc.
· List of References

The website should convey a sense of unity, focus, and readability through the following ways:
· Appearance/Composition
· Color Scheme
· Tone

Contract Requirement

Teams must create a contract to identify and describe each member’s role in the advocacy website. The contract should also include a timeline with internal and external deadlines. External deadlines are those that your instructor assigns. Internal deadlines are those that your team members determine in order to fulfill your obligations. Your contract should also include a description of how you will communicate with each other: e.g. Slack, Canvas Collaboration, texting, etc. Finally, your contract should include a section devoted to rewards and sanctions. How will your team member celebrate accomplishments? How will you ensure that workload is distributed fairly? What system of sanctions will you apply to any who neglect to complete their duties?
