Mini Workshop Leadership Assignment Guidelines

Each student will lead a mini-workshop on a topic for their case study team.  There will be three case study teams and each team will present five mini-workshops.  This includes finding appropriate articles on the topic, selecting an intervention, preparing a pre-workshop plan, submitting a caregiver resource sheet on the discussion board, and writing a post-workshop debrief.

Article Search (5 points):

Using academic databases (i.e., PsychINFO, GoogleScholar, etc.) you will find 3-5 peer-reviewed, intervention articles appropriate for both the topic and the ages/needs of learners described in your case study.  Use of academic databases will be reviewed in class – if you have difficulty finding suitable articles, please contact the educational librarian for assistance.  You will then submit a numbered list of article citations and abstracts.  Your submission should also include the case study you are using and the topic.    

This part of the assignment will be due for everyone by the 2nd week of the course.

Intervention Selection (10 points):

Based on the articles you found and read, you will select an intervention that seems effective for supporting learners in your case study.  You will then write and submit a 3-5 paragraph justification for selecting this intervention.  Your justification will include a) how the intervention fits into the overall topic, b) why the intervention is relevant to your case study learners, and c) the evidence of its effectiveness.          

This part of the assignment will be due at least 1 week before the mini-workshop presentation.
Pre-Workshop Plan (40 points):

Use the following template to create a plan for your mini-workshop.  You will have 15-20 minutes for the entire workshop, so make sure to plan your time carefully.

Caregiver Resource Sheet (15 points):

You will create an 1-page caregiver resource sheet about the mini-workshop intervention.  This resource sheet should include a) a caregiver-friendly definition of the topic, b) a simple description and/or list of steps for implementing the intervention, and c) at least 3 tips for how caregivers could incorporate the intervention at home or in the community.  Your resource sheet should also have at least one image that shows a learner engaged in the topic/intervention that corresponds to your case study.  This can be a photograph, drawing, or other illustration.  

You will both post this on the Mini-Workshop discussion board and submit in the D2L folder.

This part of the assignment will be due the day of the mini-workshop presentation.

Post- Workshop Debrief (15 points):

You will write a narrative (4-6 paragraphs) about the workshop you led that includes the following components: a) report of formative assessment results in chart or graph form, b) determination if your classmates met your objective(s) based on the assessment results, c) what you think went well and what could be improved d) feedback from your team members on what went well and what could be improved, and (e what you have learned from this assignment.

This part of the assignment will be due 1 week after the mini-workshop presentation.
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
